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1. Overall Description:

As part of the completion of the work on the “Early UE” feature, SA 2 have briefly reviewed the stage 3 CRs that have been prepared by the other working groups. 

SA 2 are grateful for the speed with which the stage 3 CRs have been prepared, but, SA2 believe that they have identified one serious issue which requires urgent attention by both CN 4 and RAN 3.

The issue is that the CN 4  MAP handover CRs transport the UESBI-Iu as a fixed 10 octet field, ie

 UESBI ::= OCTET STRING (SIZE (10))
while, (probably as a result of late changes) the RANAP CR seems to have resulted in the UESBI-Iu being specified as a pair of variable length bitmaps each of between 1 and 128 bits in length. 

While the detailed coding issues are not SA 2’s responsibility, it does appear that these CRs are not aligned! 

Further, because MAP is believed to use octet aligned protocols, it is not expected that just changing the CN 4 specifications is sufficient to solve the problem.

To CN 4 and RAN 3

To work together to resolve this issue, or, to inform SA 2 that there is no problem.
