1. Overall Description:

RAN3 would like to thank SA1 in including RAN3 in the review of TR22.952 Priority Service Guide.

It is the understanding of RAN3 that even if informative, this TR is covering some stage 1, 2, 3 aspects, some of which being under RAN3 existing specification scope, and SA1 would like us to confirm these statements.

Therefore, RAN3 reviewed the radio access part of this TR even if described with GERAN terminology to see  their applicability  to UTRAN according to the introduction of TR25.952, which states that the priority service is intended to be applicable to both  GERAN and  UTRAN radio access technology.   

From our review, it appears that most of the impact is on CN side. However, RAN3 has the following comments for the Iu interface:

· Service aspects (section 4) of the TR, only sections 4.4 (call origination), 4.6 (call termination), 4.7 (handover) seem as applicable to UTRAN. For section 4.4, the queuing and directed retry mechanisms described are actually present in RANAP. However, RNC would need to be added in this section to also cover UTRAN. For section 4.7 dealing with intra-BSC handovers  and  intra-MSC handovers, the  text  would need to be reviewed to add the relocation concept of UTRAN and consequently directed  retry concept should come in replacement  of SDCCH handover. The interactions between queuing and directed retry would need to be reviewed as well. 

· Network aspects  (section 5):  it has been assumed that this section contains only examples to illustrate  how the support of priority services could  be implemented  in a GERAN access. No impact for RAN3.

· Management aspects  (section 6): not under RAN3 scope.

In conclusion, the concepts presented are seen potentially applicable to RAN but some terminology changes  would be needed in the TR.
