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	A requirement is to ensure the co-existence between an ATM only UTRAN node and an IP capable UTRAN node that has no connectivity to ATM network. The same requirement applies between a CN node and a UTRAN node. IETF Pseudo Wire Emulation Edge to Edge  (PWE3) tunneling has been recognised as a means to make ATM interface available for a dual stack IP UTRAN node interworking towards an ATM UTRAN node, and this must be specified. 

Note: TS 25.411 specifies both Iu and Iur since TS 25.421 has a cross-reference to TS 25.411.

	
	

	Summary of change:

	An emulated Layer 1 is introduced to allow a IP/ATM Dual Stack RNC to be connected through an Iu (resp. Iur) interface supporting ATM Transport option to an ATM-based CN (resp. RNC) via an IP transport network. IETF Pseudo Wire Emulation Edge to Edge  (PWE3) is the specified emulated L1 to be used below ATM layer, carrying both user and control planes. 

Impact Analysis
Impact assessment towards the previous version of the specification (same release): this CR has isolated impact on the previous version of the specification (same release) because only one function is impacted.

This CR has an impact under the protocol point of view.
The impact can be considered as isolated as it affects only the IP-ATM Interworking function.
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	If not approved, the IP-ATM interworking scenario with Dual Stack RNCs across an IP backbone would not be possible.
