1. Overall Description:

RAN3 would like to thank GERAN WG2 for their proposal of a generic UTRAN-GERAN addressing mechanism and would like to provide the following answers:

Comments on the addressing principles

During RAN3#41, RAN3 discussed the transfer of RIM PDUs over the Iu interface for the NACC feature and decided to retain a similar generic routing mechanism.
Indeed, the RIM message received by RANAP layer from the upper RIM application layer is included as a transparent container to be carried towards the destination entity: the RIM entity in a target BSC somewhere in the network. 
It is RAN3 understanding that the 3G SGSN should not have to terminate the RIM layer and decode the BSSGP encoded RIM message to determine the destination address. Therefore, this destination address – which is a cell of the target GERAN BSS in the case of NACC- is also copied by the RNC in the RANAP message for the routing purpose.   
For this destination address, RAN3 has thus decided to reuse the same generic RIM Routing Address structure as provided in the attachment of GERAN WG2 liaison. This new RANAP IE will similarly be either a GERAN cell that RAN3 has defined according to the GERAN Cell Identifier or a Global RNC-ID.
Use of Global RNC-ID 
RAN3 would like to confirm that the use of the Global RNC-ID to address RIM PDUs towards UTRAN is relevant.
Proposed Information Element Coding
RAN3 would however like to draw the attention of GERAN WG2 that the PLMN-ID part of the Global RNC-ID has a specific encoding for the MCC and MNC digits in RANAP. This encoding is different than the one used in TS24.008 and should be followed as defined in TS25.413 (e.g. in section 9.2.1.39). 

Importantly, the same comment applies to the GERAN Cell encoding since a GERAN Cell is defined as PLMN-ID/LAC/RAC/CellIdentity.
