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1. Overall Description:

TSG RAN WG3 received the following task from TSG RAN#22:

Interworking solution 3 (RP-030667)

RAN WG3 to solve the technical aspects and to provide the necessary CRs to implement each option under discussion.

This task has been discussed at WG3 meeting #40 and #41 and concluded in the following:

First of all, RAN3 agreed on the fact that the "PWE-3" solution is not within the scope of interworking solutions 3 but rather a dual stack scenario (interworking option 1).

Then 4 sets of CRs where discussed at WG3 meeting #41, three of them were technically endorsed as described below:

CR set Nr.1 (RP-040xxx):

In the first set of CRs, IP/ATM interworking is ensured by application of ITU-T protocol Q.2631.1 for connection control signalling.

The following technical topics have been discussed in RAN3 in the context of this set of CRs:

· Signalling Bearer Interworking

· Data Bearer Interworking

· Interoperability with R99 and R4 nodes (i.e. with Q.2630 CS1 and CS2) ensured

· Handling of bitrates higher than 2048Kbit/s for HSDPA

The following operational topics have been discussed in RAN3 in the context of this Set of CRs:

· Operator’s demand to include this solution in the same Release when IP Transport becomes available to enable smooth migration from ATM based transport networks to Rel-5 IP based transport networks

CR set Nr.2 (RP-040xxx):

In the second set of CRs, connectivity for ATM nodes over IP networks is provided in the context of interworking option 1 is ensured by means of PWE3 (pseudo wire emulation).

The following technical topics have been discussed in RAN3 in the context of this set of CRs:

· Applicability as a general Layer 1 tunneling mechanism

· Restriction of optional features of PWE3

· Handling of an IETF Draft by adding normative annex

CR set Nr.3 (RP-040xxx):

Whilst a removal of interworking option 3 was not an agreed part of the task from TSG RAN#22, some companies in RAN3 proposed to provide CRs to implement such removal in the relevant specifications. Comments were raised that this set of CRs could lead to a variety of solutions with a corresponding variety of O&M configurations. Nevertheless, these CRs were technically endorsed by RAN3.
