Introduction

SA2 would like to thank CN WG1 for their LS (S2-040510, N1-040160) on MBMS UE bearer capabilities and would like to clarify to CN1 this functionality.

The goal of this feature is to allow the Core Network to reject a UE MBMS Activation Request if the MBMS bearer capabilities of the UE cannot allow the UE to support the service. The MBMS UE bearer capabilities are not transferred to and not used in the RAN. MBMS capabilities of the UE are static physical capabilities of the UE, which are independent of RAT (UTRAN or GERAN coverage), independent of radio conditions and independent of services already activated by the UE (other CS, PS or MBMS services).

For now, only the maximum downlink bit-rate that is supported by the UE for MBMS has been proposed to be checked. Proposal for other parameter are subject to further stage 3 evaluation.
The requirement for the UE to provide its MBMS bearer capabilities in the MBMS Activation Request has been debated in SA2. It was proposed instead that the UE would provide this information when attaching to PS domain (in the Attach Request message). Nevertheless, with this proposal, the SGSN would have to maintain MBMS Capability information for all the attached UEs whether or not these UE have activated any MBMS service. The proposal has not been accepted in SA2. The SA2 assumption is that the joining procedure is used by the UE to provide this MBMS Bearer capability to the network.

It has been agreed that the sentence in the TS “The SGSN sends an Activate MBMS Context Accept (MBMS bearer capabilities) to the UE. The MBMS bearer capabilities indicate the maximum QoS that is used by this MBMS bearer service and the UE may take it into account when further MBMS bearer services are activated.” was misleading as it may be interpreted that the UE may adapt its bearer capabilities with this information. This was not the intention of the sentence as MBMS UE Bearer capabilities are static physical capabilities of the UE. SA2 agreed that this sentence need to be clarified.
