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1. Introduction

As indicated in the updates to the TR proposed in R3-040654, the clarifications brought by SA5 at the last SA5 meeting clearly show that there is Trace Parameters Propagation over Iur from the SRNC to the DRNC in the case of Signalling Based Activation in the UTRAN. The aim of this contribution is to provide material to include in the new section 6.2.3 to help finalise the solution for SBA.
2. DISCUSSion

Trace Parameters Propagation over the Iur being very similar to the Trace Parameters Propagation over the Iu, it is proposed to use over the Iur mechanisms identical to those used over the Iu.
2.1 Iur Invoke Trace procedure:

The purpose of the Iur Invoke Trace Class 2 procedure would be to inform the DRNC that it should begin a Trace Recording Session with the parameters indicated by the SRNC and related to the UE. The UE is identified by its UE Context over Iur. For more details on the definition of the UE Context, see TS 25.423 § 3.1.
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The structure of the IUR INVOKE TRACE message would be similar to the one of the CN INVOKE TRACE message:
