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1 Purpose

The purpose of this paper is to introduce the RANAP Iu CR for RIM/NACC.

2 Correction:
At RAN3#41bis, the introduction of RIM NACC in RANAP was discussed and the CR in tdoc R3-040599 was almost agreed with the following changes: choice structure for the Information transfer type and the RIM Routing address, inclusion of the same RIM information IE in uplink and downlink, reuse of the structure proposed by GERAN for the RIM Routing Address IE with the modifications highlighted in the liaison LS R3-040668. 
The last point to conclude in order to definitely agree the CR was the class of the new procedure for uplink: class 1 or class 2.
For Nortel there were two justifications to push a class 1 procedure which were not strictly related to RIM transfer:
· Reuse the existing uplink information transfer,

· Have a generic transfer procedure that could be used for other purpose

Some companies had a preference for a class 2 procedure.

For Nortel, a class 2 procedure is acceptable provided it fulfils at least the second criteria of a generic and reusable procedure. To be generic, this implies that this class 2 procedure is general purpose orientted and symmetrically designed for uplink and downlink.

The two alternatives are presented in the attached tdocs. Even if Nortel has a preference for the first class 1 alternative, the class 2 is also acceptable provided it is designed as specified in this second alternative attached.     
3 Conclusion and proposal

Nortel proposes to agree on a final CR based on one out of these two alternatives. 
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
