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1. Introduction

In the RAN3#42bis meeting, the SGSN filtering was discussed and couple of open issues were identified. This contribution is to answer to those open issues.

2. Discussion 

In the below is captured the open issues related to the SGSN filtering and the corresponding answer proposals:

Open issue #11: Whether RNC may set up the Iu bearer at the first session start when it is not concerned by the list of Ras
Proposal #1: Even the RNC is not concerned by the list of Ras, there might be some UEs linked via Iu or Iur and in those cases RNC needs the Iu bearer and it has to setup it. Proposal is that RNC may set up the Iu bearer.
Open issue #13: Whether Session Update contains full-RA-list or delta-RA-list.

Proposal #2: This can be left as an implementation issue. From the SGSN point of view the full-RA-list is easiest one to implement, because there is no need to customise the RA-list for each RNCs. From the RNC point of view, the delta-RA-list is the easiest one, but if RNC knows that list can contain extra Ras, it can identify them.

Also from the RNC point of view both solutions (full or delta-RA-list) are feasible, and it is proposed that both approaches are allowed and can be left as an SGSN implementation issue. 

If this is agreed in RAN3, the standardisation text should state that RNC should take into account the Ras from the list, which contains cells under its control, and RNC can omit the Ras from the list, which are not part of the RNC’s area.

Open issue #20: if no filtering in SGSN, then either no list or an empty list is sent on Iu

Proposal #3: When SGSN doesn’t support filtering, it should not include the empty list in the Session Update or in the Session Start. The SGSN filtering is an optional feature and if it is not supported, there should not be any Ies in the messages, which are related to it.

Open issue #21: "full list" or "RNC-area-filtered list" is ffs

Proposal #4: This open issue is basically the same than open issue #1 with the addition that RA list is also included into Session Start procedure. It is proposed that this issue is left also as an implementation issue. SGSN may include the full list or can remove some unnecessary Ras from the list. 

3. Conclusion

It is proposed to discuss the proposals above and agree the open issues.  Furthermore, Nokia is also willing to provide the corresponding text in the TR R3.013 to highlight the agreements and to remove the   related open issues.
