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1 Purpose

The purpose of this paper is to clarify the ‘unsuccessfully transmitted downlink data volume’ in RANAP.   

2 Description  

At last RAN3 meeting, it appeared uncertain whether the data volume to be reported at RAB release or Iu Release was the volume unsuccessfully transmitted since the beginning of the RAB or if it was the volume unsuccessfully transmitted since the last volume reported to the CN.

Since the opinion of one or two companies was in favour of the first alternative but they were unsure, time was given to check at home.

Two months have passed to allow for this checking and the specification needs to be corrected to indicate that the relevant volume is the volume considered since the last volume previously reported to the CN, if any. Of course, if no volume has been reported between the beginning of the call and the release of the call, then the volume since the beginning of the call must be considered.

This indication is key in order to allow for an accurate charging. The operator and the end-user in the end would not accept to pay more than it should and the operator therefore cannot afford the risk to have an inaccurate charging done due to a wrong volume reported.
3 Conclusion and Proposal  

The attached CRs 691/692 in Todc 1091 & 1092 propose to correct the specification.
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
