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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 would like to inform RAN2 that they have discussed in the context of Network Sharing Work Item the relocation of a Pre-R6 UE from a 3G Pre-R6 non-shared network into a 3G R6 shared network in MOCN or GWCN configuration.

The outcome of the discussion has shown that the target RNC must send two Plmn-ids in that case (and not one as in option A of R2-041899): the Common Plmn-id and the Selected Plmn-id.

In order to be backwards compatible for this Pre-R6 UE, the selected Plmn-id (normally to be used by R6 UEs) is understood to be added by the shared target RNC in the UTRAN MOBILITY INFORMATION message as a backwards compatible Release 6 extension in addition of its own Common Plmn-id.

The document describing the relevant scenario (scenario 5 in that document) is attached.

This is believed to not introduce any contradiction with current TS23.251 section 5.2:

"The RNC shall indicate the selected core network operator to the CN for supporting UEs when transferring initial layer 3 signalling. The selected CN operator is (i) indicated by the UE in RRC signalling or (ii) known implicitly from an already existing signalling connection. For non-supporting UEs, the RNC shall not indicate any selected core network operator to the CN."
2. Actions:

To RAN2 group.

RAN3 kindly ask RAN2 to confirm their view after reviewing the scenario and to confirm whether RRC protocol can fulfil it. 
To SA2 group.

RAN3 kindly ask SA2 to confirm that RAN3 is not in contradiction with the section 5.2 of TS23.251.
