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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 would like to inform CN1 that they have discussed the unsuccessful directed retry scenarios at RAN3#45.

The discussed Tdoc R3-04xxxx is attached for reference to this liaison.

Following the discussion, RAN3 has clarified the inter-working between the RNC and the CN for those scenarios with the two main conclusions:

· in the scenario corresponding to case 1 of TS23009 section 14.1, the RNC may resend a subsequent RELOCATION REQUIRED attempting a second cell so that CN should not release the Iu immediately,
· in the scenario corresponding to case 2 of TS23009 section 14.1 (failure message returned from RNS-A), the RNC will use the Iu-RELOCATION CANCEL message and will not use the Iu-RELOCATION FAILURE message as failure message.
Since this RNC behaviour clarified in RANAP has also impact on CN specifications and might be expected by CN nodes, RAN3 kindly asks CN1 to confirm the inter-working behaviour and make the updates felt necessary on their specification. 
2. Actions:

To CN1 group.

RAN3 kindly ask CN1 to confirm the inter-working between RNC and CN concluded by RAN3 for the unsuccessful directed retry scenarios and to update their specification in all places where necessary.
