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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 would like to thank SA2 for their LS on "Indication of Selected CN operator in connected mode in Shared Networks".

RAN3 has studied the modifications in RANAP specification induced by the SA2 CR 8 on TS23.251. RAN3 has made the corresponding CR in RANAP (hereby attached) in line with SA2 architectural decision in which the selected Plmn by the source RNC is transferred to target RNC via the CN in the Relocation Request message in order to be finally sent to the UE.

RAN3 has seen no particular problem to make the CR but it is the understanding of RAN3 after the study that there is a GTP impact for the solution to work because the selected Plmn needs to be given from source SGSN to target SGSN. On the other hand, RAN3 has seen no impact needed on the E-interface for the solution to work since the Relocation Request message impacted is normally built at the source side in the anchor MSC.
2. Actions:

To SA2 group.

To note that RAN3 has successfully completed the RANAP CR in line with SA2 CR8 architectural solution with no particular issue. 
To CN4 group.

To consider RAN3 study outcome that the Selected Plmn-id should be passed via GTP from the source SGSN to the target SGSN. 

To CN1 group.

To consider RAN3 study outcome that the solution can work without impact on the E-interface.
