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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 would like to inform the other groups on the encoding of some MBMS IEs agreed over the Iu interface at RAN3#46. 
Session Duration

RAN3 has read the indication from GERAN that in the LS GP 050273 it is said about the presence of this IE:
SG GERAN assumes that the MBMS Session Duration IE is mandatory in the MBMS SESSION START REQUEST message and indicates an estimate of the total duration of a given MBMS session
RAN3 has however finally made the session duration optional because it is believed that this information is not always available, according to the TS23246.
RAN3 has encoded the duration to be 19 days in order to align with GERAN and allow them to use their mapping table mentioned in GP 050273.
The coding and the semantics defined in TS25.413 also uses a fine granularity of 1 second over the Iu in line with the expectations from GERAN over the Gb interface.  It also includes an infinite value to take into account the always-on sessions. 
For GERAN, it is thus expected that for consistent use of this common IE, GERAN will use the same exact coding and semantics as in TS25.413. This can be easily done by including a reference to TS25.413 in the GERAN specification for the session duration.   
For CN groups involved, it is indicated that they will have to count three bytes over Gnb, Gn interfaces to transfer this transparent information originated from the BM-SC. 
Session Id

RAN3 has made the session id optional as proposed in GP050573:

GERAN2 agrees with SA4 that the Session Id should be considered as an optional IE
The size has been changed to one byte to follow also GP050573.
The IE has been specified as transparent for the RAN as it is assumed that only the session repetition number is relevant to help the RAN in the counting procedure.
As RAN3 assumes that these IEs are shared on other interfaces, RAN3 makes their decision available to other groups in order to allow the maximum reusability.

Also, RAN3 would like to suggest that GERAN2 simply specifies a pointer to RANAP as a reference for these IEs instead of duplicating the encoding in their own specification.

2. Actions:

RAN3 kindly asks to take into account this codings and lengths where needed or indicate any showstopper.
