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1. Overall Description:

TSG RAN WG3 would like to inform TSG GERAN2 that they have reviewed their document GP052545 on service and congestion triggered inter-rat PS handovers and in particular the section 4 on mapping between BSSGP causes and RANAP causes. 

RAN3 would like to emphasize their experience of the equivalent mapping between BSSMAP and RANAP for CS domain, which led to several corrections and liaisons in the past three years. The main reason was the inaccurate mapping for some cause value e.g. traffic load in target cell higher than source cell in year 2004 or the non immediate update of the mapping table when a new cause was introduced resulting in the useless mapping to the default inaccurate cause e g relocation failure at target CN/RNC.
RAN3 then thought of taking the opportunity of the introduction of PS Handover feature to start on sane ground. RAN3 believes that for 3g2g handovers, the RNC needs as much as the CN the cause values reported by the BSC. Therefore, the BSC could send the cause directly to the RNC in a transparent container instead of having the CN do an intermediate mapping before transmitting an inaccurate value to the RNC. BSC would also continue to send the value to the CN in addition of course.
By so doing, an RNC can take full benefit from the received GERAN cause value if it desires, or simply discard the container if not.
RAN3 would like to share this concept with GERAN, and if acceptable would like to ask about the way forward.

The concept could be symmetrically extended in the other direction: UTRAN cause communicated to the BSC during the handover w/o intermediate remapping.
