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	Currently the MBMS Registration procedure has both registration and de- registration functions. The registration can use the connectionless mode while the de-registration can use both the connectionless and the connection oriented modes. The use of connection oriented mode is for the case when there is an Iu connection. The RNC for example can detect that there is no user anymore under its serving area of the MBMS session and initiate a de-registration to the CN via that Iu connection. 

However, in current RANAP for the MBMS REGISTRATION FAILURE message, it is specified that only connectionless mode can be used. This contradicts the above.
