	Reason for change:

	There is a misalignment between tabular and ASN.1 coding for the “E-DCH MAC-d Flow Specific Information Response” in E-DCH FDD Information Response IE. As ASN.1 has precedence over tabular there will also be a misalignment with 25.433 (NBAP).

	
	

	Summary of change:
(

	The range of the “E-DCH MAC-d Flow Specific Information Response” in E-DCH FDD Information Response IE is changed to start at 1, aligning it with the ASN.1 coding. 

An Indicator is added into the E-DCH FDD Information Response IE, in a backwards compatible way, making it possible for the DRNC to indicate that it did not receive any valid information to put into the“E-DCH MAC-d Flow Specific Information Response” IE. 
Text is added in the procedure section to specify when the DRNC shall include the Indicator in response messages. This text is still to be written… Something along the lines: “If the DRNC has no valid info, then it shall insert the Indicator to indicate that the “E-DCH MAC-d Flow Specific Information Response” IE contains invalid/dummy data.
Text is added in the procedure section to specify the behaviour of the CRNC when receiving the Indicator. This text is still to be written… Something along the lines: “If the IE includes the Indicator, then the“E-DCH MAC-d Flow Specific Information Response” IE shall be ignored.
ASN.1 is changed accordingly. Some parts still missing in this version
