Introduction

At RAN3 Meeting Nr. 53bis (Seoul, Korea) contributions R3-061476 and R3-061594 proposed a particular definition of “Pool Area” for UTRAN-LTE. Due to relevance of this concept for EPC, LS was sent in R3-061617 to clarify whether the proposed definition is acceptable.

In R3-061647 we received an LS back from SA2, stating that parts of the proposed definition are acceptable whilst other parts are seen as “for further study”.

TDoc R3-061968 then proposed to include the definition accepted/proposed by SA2 into RAN3’s internal TR R3.018 [1]. During discussion on this TDoc it was felt in RAN3 that the amendment of definition proposed by SA2 was not easy to understand and should not be included into TR R3.018.

Moreover, it was expressed that instead of Using “Pool Area”, the term “MME Pool Area” should be used instead.

This document gives the updated text for inclusion into TR R3.018.

Proposal

It is proposed to add the following text to section “7 Agreements” of R3.018:

A MME pool area is defined in LTE/SAE as an area within which a UE may roam without need to change the serving MME node. A MME pool area is served by one or more MMEs (“pool of MMEs”) in parallel.

All the cells controlled by a eNodeB belong to the same one (or more) MME pool area(s).

This agreement should be added in a newly to-be-created subsection of section 7 (Agreements) in TR R3.018, e.g. in a subsection called “7.1.X SAE/LTE pool area concept & S1 connectivity”.
