Introduction 

Based on the input document R3-061812 the text proposal below for Radio Access Network Sharing for E-UTRAN was agreed in RAN3#54. RAN 2 provided feedback on the proposed text for TS 36.300 in LS R3-070028 (input for RAN3#55).  
RAN2’s comments are incorporated in the text proposal below. Additionally it is captured that for radio access network sharing for E-UTRAN the tracking area code (TAC) is broadcasted only once in the shared area and should be valid within all the PLMNs. 

This was asked by CT1, whether this restriction is applicable for E-UTRAN sharing, in LS R3-070318. And addressed by RAN2 in their LS R3-070029 reply whether to have the same tracking area code for different PLMNs in case of radio network sharing.

Text Proposal for TS 36.300
10.1.X
Radio Access Network Sharing for E-UTRAN
E-UTRAN shall support radio access network sharing based on support for multi-to-multi relationship between E-UTRAN nodes and EPC nodes (S1-flex). 

If the E-UTRAN is shared by multiple operators, the system information broadcasted in each shared cell contains the PLMN-id of each operator and a single tracking area code (TAC) valid within all the PLMNs sharing the radio access network resources.
The UE shall be able to select one of the PLMN-ids at initial attachment and to indicate this selected PLMN to the E-UTRAN in subsequent instances of the Random Access procedures [e.g. as defined in sub-clause 10.1.5]. The E-UTRAN shall select an appropriate MME for the PLMN indicated by the UE. Once attached to an MME, the UE shall be able to indicate the allocated MME in subsequent instances of the Random Access procedures. Whether the indication of the selected PLMN or the allocated MME is contained in the temporary UE identity or signalled separately is FFS.
Handling of area restrictions for UE in LTE_ACTIVE shall follow the principles specified in sub-clause 10.4.
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
