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1. Overall Description:

TSG RAN3 is clarifying the conditions for session start success or failure associated with the Enhanced Broadcast feature and seeks clarification on two scenarios where the UE is in mobility over Iur:

Scenario n°1

The UE is located inside the MBMS Service Area and connected via DRNC and Iur to a SRNC located outside of the MBMS Service Area due to an ongoing e.g. DCH service. UE is interested in a MBMS service that starts. For multicast mode, the UE can in this situation make a joining to the SGSN which then links over Iu the SRNC which then enables the delivery of the MBMS data to this UE via this SRNC which is located outside the MBMS Service Area. 
It seems however not possible to have the equivalent functionality with enhanced broadcast mode i.e. it is not described in TS25346 that the UE can send to SRNC an RRC Uu linking relayed via the DRNC in this scenario. 
However, nothing seems to prevent this technically and there is no reason to not cover this case which is covered in multicast mode with the Iu linking. RAN3 wonders whether this has been missed in TS25346 and would like to receive clarification on this.
Scenario n°2

During the discussion on scenario 1, the opposite scenario 2 was discussed. In scenario 2 the UE is located outside of the MBMS Service Area and connected via DRNC and Iur to a SRNC located inside the MBMS Service Area. An MBMS service in ptp mode is being delivered by the SRNC to the UE. Can the DRNC –which is located outside the MBMS Service Area of this service- receive Attach messages from the SRNC in order to count the number of UE moving in ptp mode into/under one of its cell ? if not, how can this DRNC manage the switching between ptp and ptm or limit the number of UEs in such situation ?
2. Actions:

ACTION: 
TSG RAN3 kindly ask TSG RAN2 to review these two scenarios and provide clarification. In case scenario 1 is confirmed as valid, could RAN2 update TS25346 to include this linking scenario which is currently not listed so that RAN3 can finalize the clarifications ongoing in its own specifications.
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
