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RAN3 would like to thank SA2 for the feedback provided in liaison R3-071042 (which had original number S2-072230) on EPC update at the inter eNB mobility.
The feedback from SA2:

1. SA2 has discussed the two approaches Alt 1 and Alt 2 but there was no agreement for any of the approaches. 

2. SA2 has agreed that a clean solution is required meaning path switch is signalled to the Serving GW from only one entity and not from two. 

3. Such a clean solution can be using a path switch to the Serving GW only from the target eNodeB or only from the MME. 
RAN3 in their RAN3#56 further discussed five alternatives which also include alternatives that use a path switch to the Serving GW only from the target eNB or only from the MME. 

RAN3 have decided to take the alternative which consider the feedback in above 2. and 3. The decided alternative has the following sequence: 
1) The target eNB sends a HANDOVER COMPLETE message to MME to inform that the UE has changed cell.  

2) The MME sends a USER PLANE UPDATE REQUEST message to the Serving Gateway.

3) The Serving Gateway switches the downlink data path to the target side and can release its U-plane/TNL resources towards the source eNB.
4) Serving Gateway sends a USER PLANE UPDATE RESPONSE message to MME.
5)The MME confirms the HANDOVER COMPLETE message with the HANDOVER COMPLETE ACK message. 
Actions
