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1. Introduction

At RAN3#55 the impact on RAN3 specifications due to the proposed extension of the RNC Id was outlined in a contribution. The contribution identified the impact on RANAP and RNSAP, but there are also other RAN3 specifications that will be impacted by the proposal. 
2. Discussion
Looking at PCAP (25.463) it is obvious that also this specification will be impacted if the RNC Id is extended. 

The following IE is defined in PCAP:

The UC-ID (UTRAN Cell identifier) is the identifier of a cell in one UTRAN.

The SAS node can be shared by a large number of RNC’s. Introduction of extended RNC Ids in part of the RAN could be complicated especially if the SAS nodes need to interface both RNC’s with and without extended RNC Id’s.

It should be clarified how the additional deployment complication resulting from the PCAP impact should be handled, before any RAN3 CRs are agreed.
