Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the following definition applies:

GNSS UE positioning methods: Positioning methods for UE equipped with radio receiver(s) capable of receiving signals from Global Navigation Satellite System(s). GPS is an example of GNSS; the other GNSS systems, e.g. Galileo, are part of the GANSS.
Stand-Alone SMLC (SAS): A logical node that interconnects to the RNC over the Iupc interface via the PCAP protocol. This node provides GNSS (i.e. GPS or GANSS (e.g. Galileo)) related data to the RNC, and may perform the position calculation function.
