General

The Handover Cancel procedure is used to cancel an already prepared handover. The Handover Cancel procedure may be initiated any time after the start of the Handover Preparation procedure.

The source eNodeB initiates the procedure by sending the HANDOVER CANCEL message to the target eNodeB. The source eNodeB shall indicate the reason for cancelling the handover by an appropriate cause value.

At the reception of the HANDOVER CANCEL message, the target eNodeB shall remove any reference to, release any previously reserved resources to the referred UE context and send the HANDOVER CANCEL ACKNOWLEDGE message back to the source eNB.
