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1. Introduction

This contribution is to propose some text to describe the EUTRAN identifiers in the 36.401.
The principle of this proposal is that, if the explanation have already been existing in any other specs, we will take those text in order not to cause any confusion. However, if it was found that some description in the stage 2 spec such as 36.300 or 23.401 do not have explanation, we then try to find the similar one from the UMTS specs i.e. 25.401. Further, if those are still FFS in the stage 2 specs, FFS is added also in the proposed text. Those are explained below:

PLMN Identifier: There have been some description in 36.300 which assume to use the PLMN-id. However, there is still no explicit explanation of what is “PLMN-id”. Since we see no difference from the PLMN Identifier in UMTS, the proposed text is taken from 25.401.

MME Identity: the proposed text refer to 36.300. As it is still FFS in 36.300, the proposed text include FFS.

eNB Identity or Cell Identity: the proposed text refer to 36.300. As it is still FFS in 36.300, the proposed text include FFS.

Tracking Area Identity: the proposed text refer to 23.401. Whist in the 36.300 it is FFS, 23.401 has such description without FFS therefore the proposed text does not include FFS.

EPS Bearer Identity: the proposed text refer to 23.401. 

RNTI: There will have some types of RNTI to be used as described in 36.300. The proper meaning of the “RNTI” should be described first and we see no difference from that in UMTS, we therefore take the text from 25.401. 

C-RNTI: the proposed text refer to 36.300. 

RA-RNTI: the proposed text refer to 36.300.

S-TMSI: the proposed text refer to 23.401.

PLMN Identifier
A Public Land Mobile Network is uniquely identified by its PLMN Identifier.
6.2.3
MME Identity

It is FFS whether a separate identity, or this MME identity is included in the S-TMSI for UE.
6.2.4
eNB Identity or Cell Identity
It is FFS whether if eNB Identity or Cell Identity to be used.

Tracking Area Identity

This is the identity used to identify tracking areas.

EPS Bearer Identity
An EPS bearer identity uniquely identifies an EPS bearer for one UE accessing via E-UTRAN

UE Identifiers
6.2.7.1
RNTI
Radio Network Temporary Identities (RNTI) are used as UE identifiers within EUTRAN and in signalling messages between UE and EUTRAN. Some types of RNTI exist:
1) C-RNTI
The C-RNTI provides a unique UE identification at the cell level identifying RRC Connection
2) RA-RNTI
The RA-RNTI is used during some transient states, the UE is temporarily identified with a random value for contention resolution purposes

S-Temporary Mobile Subscriber Identity (S-TMSI)
The S-TMSI is an temporary identity to a identify a user is in order to support the subscriber identity confidentiality. This S-TMSI is allocated by MME.
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
