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Dear SA2 colleagues,

RAN2 would like to thank SA2 for their LS on "subscriber type". 
RAN2 interpretation is that this parameter, received by the eNodeB via S1 interface, is an index referring to user information (e.g. mobility profile, service usage profile and roaming restrictions). This index is mapped by the eNodeB to locally defined configuration in order to apply specific RRM strategies (e.g. to define LTE_Idle mode priorities and control inter-RAT/inter frequency handover in LTE_Active mode).

RAN2 also understand that a set of predefined values for the index shall be specified (especially for roaming case); but this is under SA2/RAN3 responsibility based on RAN2 indications.
RAN2 confirm that this definition is in line with the purpose of RRM handling in E-UTRAN.
According to the above interpretation, it is suggested to rename "RAT/Frequency Selection Priority" to "Subscriber Profile ID for RAT/Frequency Priority".
Moreover RAN2 agreed to capture the above description in Stage 2 specification (3GPP TS 36.300)
