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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 has discussed the opportunity to introduce UE History Information in WCDMA, based on a concept similar to the one agreed in the LTE framework. The principle has been agreed for inclusion in TR R3.022 “Enhancements for FDD HSPA Evolution”.
In particular for the HSPA flat deployment option, UE History Information would be useful in order to optimize mobility and RRM in active mode mobility procedures. UE History Information would include the List of Last Visited Cells and related per cell parameters (e.g. spent time, cell type, RRM parameters) and be transferred in the RRC container in the SRNS Relocation procedure both as normal and enhanced procedure.
Regarding mobility procedures UE History Information would allow detection of ping pong HOs; moreover they would allow detection of high mobility UEs, which could be used also as a trigger for Relocation to a hierarchical RNC.

Regarding RRM functions RAN3 has considered parameters like Throughput or Inactivity timer to support scheduling and Transport Channel type switching at target NodeB+ or RNC. RAN3 think that RAN2 expertise is required to evaluate the usefulness of the above indicated parameters and/or propose other parameters.
2. Actions:
To RAN2:

RAN3 kindly asks RAN2 to
· analyze the effectiveness of the introduction of UE History Information in the HSPA evolution framework;
· provide comments to the proposed parameters for mobility and RRM support and propose other parameters if deemed beneficial.
· provide comments on the most suitable container for the exchange of UE History Information.
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
