Introduction
This contribution discusses the usage of Transport Bearer Not Requested Indicator and proposes the specification impact. 
2 Proposal
The Transport Bearer Not Requested Indicator has been into Rel7 RNSAP/NBAP for allowing the SRNC to have flexibility to make the decision on the transport bearer is established or not per DCH or E-DCH MAC-d flow at SHO. 
However, it is not clear on the applicability of the parameter to release the established transport bearer in current specification, i.e. for releasing the transport bearer, SRNC includes the Transport Bearer Not Requested Indicator set to “Transport Bearer shall not be Established” for a existing DCH/E-DCH MAC-d flow  in Reconfiguration messages.

It is not clear on actual useful case that SRNC releases the transport bearer from established DCH or E-DCH MAC-d, however, the following Rel99/Rel6 mechanism to remove the DCH/E-DCH MAC-d flow and newly establish the DCH/MAC-d flow can work for the purpose.  

Considering the intension to introduce the parameter, which allows SRNC to make the decision to establish or not establish per bearer, it is proposed not to apply the “Transport Bearer Not Requited Indicator” for releasing/removing transport bearer from established DCH/E-DCH. Because

· The benefits on the SRNC’s behavior is not clear/small

· This can be assumed complicated operation. 

· R99/Rel6 solution can work for it. 

Proposal) SRNC shall not include Transport Bearer Not Requested Indicator for a DCH/E-DCH MAC-d flow which transport bearer has been established in Reconfiguration message.  

In fact, when the indicator has been introduced into NBAP, the IE has been introduced into only E-DCH MAC-d Flows Information which is used only for setup of the E-DCH MAC-d Flow and not introduced into E-DCH FDD Information to Modify IE, i.e. in currnt NBAP it is not possible to release the transport bearer for existing E-DCH MAC-d flow. 
Regarding the opposite case which SRNC wants to establish transport bearer for DCH/E-ECH MAC-d flow which the transport bearer has not been established, SRNC includes the Transport Bearer Requested Indicator set to “Bearer Requested ”for the DCH/E-DCH MAC-d flow, which is already possible in current specification. No change is required. 
Specification Impact
The simplest way is to define the abnormal condition.

[FDD - If the RADIO LINK RECONFIGURATION PREPARE message includes the Transport Bearer Not Requested Indicator IE for a DCH in the RL Specific DCH Information IE but does not include the DCH ID IE for the DCH in the DCHs to Add, the Node B shall reject the procedure using the RADIO LINK RECONFIGURATION FAILURE message.]
