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1. Introduction
This paper summarises the impact of CS Fallback work which is captured in TS 23.727, to RAN3 specification, and proposes the necessary alignment.
2. Discussion
CS Fallback is developed to provide voice and other CS services by re-using CS infrastructure in GERAN or UTRAN when UE is served in E-UTRAN. 

From the perspective of RAN behaviour, the CS Fallback mechanism can be summarised as the following: 
· CS paging is sent to the UE camp in E-UTRAN
· the UE sends a Service Request with CS Fallback indication
·  the MME, being aware that the UE demanding a CS services, send an INITIAL CONTEXT SETUP REQUEST towards the eNB with CS Fallback Indicator.
· the eNB, receiving the INITIAL CONTEXT SETUP REQUEST from MME, is performing either the following:
· If the target RAT supports PS HO: the eNB perform the necessary mechanism for PS Handover
· If the target RAT does not supports PS HO: the eNB performs the necessary mechanism to re-direct the UE to the target RAT

2.1 The impact of CS Fallback mechanism in RAN3 specification:
1. PAGING message on S1AP specification:
LSs between SA2 (S2-085266), CT1 (C1-082806) and RAN2 discusses how to identify CS paging within the Paging message.

There are two following solutions:

1. Using the UE Identity within the Paging message. (as suggested in the LS from SA2)
2. Using the Paging cause within the Paging message (as hinted in LS from CT1)

Which solutions shall be taken will be discussed in RAN.

2. INITIAL CONTEXT SETUP REQUEST message on S1AP specification:
A new IE, i.e. CS Fallback Indication IE, need to be defined.
3. Proposal

Proposal 1: The change necessary in S1 PAGING message should be decided after RAN2 discussion.
DOCOMO is willing to check RAN2’s decision and prepare the necessary CR.
Proposal 2: A new IE, i.e. CS Fallback Indication IE, should be defined in INITIAL CONTEXT SETUP REQUEST message.
The CR associated with proposal 2 is prepared in R3-081848.
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
