General

The purpose of the  UE Context Release procedure is to enable to MME to order the release of the UE-associated logical connection due to various reasons, for example completion of a transaction between the UE and the EPC or completion of successful handover or completion of handover cancellation or failure and unsuccessful operation handling of Initial UE Message. The MME initiated UE Context Release procedure may be initiated in response to the eNB initiated UE Context Release Request procedure. The procedure uses UE-associated signalling.

The MME initiates the procedure by sending the UE CONTEXT RELEASE COMMAND message to the eNB. 
The UE CONTEXT RELEASE COMMAND message shall contain the MME UE S1AP ID IE and eNB UE S1AP ID if available. The MME may include the NAS message as a NAS-PDU IE in the UE CONTEXT RELEASE COMMAND message.
Upon reception of the UE CONTEXT RELEASE COMMAND message, the eNB shall release all related signalling and user data transport resources and reply with the UE CONTEXT RELEASE COMPLETE message.
