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1. Introduction
The presence of DRX Parameters IE in ATTACH REQUEST[1] and that of Paging DRX  IE in PAGING message[2] are not accordant , which may cause an error.
2. Discussion
In [3], SA2 has pointed that UE specific paging DRX is an optional parameter both in ATTACH REQUEST and TRACKING AREA UPDATE REQUEST message. RAN2 has also agreed [4] that in SystemInformationBlock2, “defaultPagingCycle” is provided and broadcasts to UEs. Both SA2 and RAN2 share the same opinion that a default paging DRX parameter needs to be available in the UE, i.e. if UE does not indicate the network with new DRX Parameters, the network and UE both use Drx Parameters in system broadcast information. 
But in [2], Paging DRX IE in PAGING message is Mandatory, which collides with the discription in [1]. If DRX Parameters IE in ATTACH REQUEST is not povided, no available value of Paging DRX IE in PAGING message can be included. 
So we propose to change the presence of the Paging DRX  IE in PAGING message of  36.413 from “Mandatory" to  “Optional”, as a result, if no DRX Parameters in ATTACH REQUEST is provided, no Paging DRX IE is included in PAGING.
3. Conclusion

It is proposed to revise the presence of the Paging DRX  IE in PAGING message of  36.413 from “Mandatory" to  “Optional”and agree the corresponding change in CR R3-081909.
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
