1. Overall Description:

3GPP RAN WG3 would like to thank the SA5 for their LS on HNB Architecture and would like to clarify the scope of 3GPP RAN3 in this work and to answer the questions raised in the LS S5-081927:
SA5 Question:

3GPP SA WG5 kindly asks 3GPP RAN WG3 to inform them of the range of management functionality that the interfaces between the HNB CPE and the HNB ACS and between the HNB GW and HNB CPE will support.

RAN3 Answer: 
RAN WG3 work does not impact the Fault (Notifications and Alarms), Accounting, and Performance to the 3G HNB Iuh interface. RAN3 will define the requirements for configuration management for GW and HNB. It is RAN3 WG assumption that the requirements for Fault (Notifications and Alarms), Accounting, and Performance will be defined by Broadband Forum, which will define the Object Model for the 3G HNB. 
SA 5 Question:

3GPP SA WG5 would also like to understand the management functionality being implemented in Iuh (HNBAP) between HNB and HNB GW, as these are expected to alter the Itf-N for the HNB GW compared to Itf-N for an RNC.

RAN3 Answer:

Iuh interface includes the definition of protocols, procedures and parameters which need to be transported from HNB to the HNB GW and vice-versa. In order to support this interface, many of the procedures and parameters are going to be exchanged between the HNB and the ACS over TR069. 
The details of the management functionality are described below. 
Configuration Management for the Discovery Procedure:
· Discovery procedure is completely executed over TR069 (see attached stage 2 section O&M). ACS is responsible for verification of HNB location

Configuration Management for the HNB Registration Procedure:

· In order to execute the Iuh related procedures (HNB Registration), RAN3 assumes that the HNB needs to receive the parameters as proposed in R3-XXXX (attached (Thomson document)). As all of these parameters are expected to be received by the HNB from the ACS ((Outstanding discussion regarding RNC Id) and provided after that to the GW, it is RAN WG 3 understanding that  the N-Interface from/to the HNB GW is not needed for these functionalities.
Configuration Management for the UE Access control
RAN WG 3 decided that the access control for the pre-release 8 mobile will be mandatorily executed in the HNB GW and optionally in the HNB. Further, it was decided that the List of IMSIs for the UE Access control should be provided to the 3G HNB (over TR  069 (please see attached (Thomson document)) and to the GW (over a northbound interface) over separate interfaces, in order to satisfy security requirements. (Ongoing discussion)
2. Actions:

To 3GPP SA5.

ACTION: 
3GPP RAN WG3 kindly asks 3GPP SA5 to;

1) take into account the RAN3 position on (Notifications and Alarms), Accounting, and Performance.


2) progress the work on specification of configuration management parameters as defined in (Thomson Document) and/or delegate this work to the relevant body undertaking it (e.g. Broadband Forum).


3) Define the interface to deliver the IMSI lists from the provisioning system towards the HNB GW. (Ongoing discussion)
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
