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1. Overall Description:

CT1 would like to thank RAN3 about their liaison regarding paging optimisation via allowed CSG list in paging message. This reply LS addresses the issues for both HNB and HeNB.

CT1 discussed the questions asked by RAN3 and provides the answers as follows. 

For HNB:

1. Whether an Idle mode UE entering a CSG included in its Allowed CSG list initiates any NAS procedure aimed at notify the CN of such Idle mode CSG access.

CT1 has not defined a trigger of the NAS procedure initiation for the situation described in the question above. Note that the location of the UE in idle mode is tracked by the network at the LA or RA level, not the CSG level. 

2.
If inclusion of the UEs “Allowed CSG List” in the Paging message can be accepted by CT1 and whether there is any concern (e.g. violation of any security or layering principles) in providing subscriber data (i.e. “Allowed CSG List”) to the RAN node. 
CT1 does not see any concern about including the Allowed CSG list in the paging message, if the RAN node use it only for the paging optimization purpose, not for access control.

For HeNB:

1. Whether an Idle mode UE entering a CSG included in its Allowed CSG list initiates any NAS procedure aimed at notify the EPC of such Idle mode CSG access.
CT1 has not defined a trigger of the NAS procedure initiation for the situation described in the question above. Note that the location of the UE in idle mode is tracked by the network  at the TA level, not the CSG level. 

2. If inclusion of the UEs “Allowed CSG List” in the Paging message can be accepted and whether there is any concern (e.g. violation of any security or layering principles) in providing subscriber data (i.e. “Allowed CSG List”) to the RAN node.
Please see the answer provided for the question 2 of the HNB issue.
