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1. Introduction
In section 9.1.10 of [1], the RANAP: Relocation Request message has the presence of IE “Permanent NAS UE Identity” marked as “optional”. 

With reference to “Inbound mobility”, the target HNB-GW receives the Relocation Request from the CN. The target HNB-GW needs the UE’s permanent NAS Identity, i.e., IMSI, for the purpose of:-

(1) Creating a “Context Id” and 
(2) Possibly enforcing access control as well as paging coordination for the UE. 
RAN3’s understanding is that the presence of the IE “Permanent NAS UE Identity” in RANAP: Relocation Request is optional only in the event of the UE being in an emergency call without a USIM. 
2. Actions
To CT1 group:-
Action #1: RAN3 kindly requests CT1 to confirm that the UE’s “Permanent NAS UE Identity” is always present in the RANAP: Relocation Request message except possibly in the event of the UE being in an emergency call.
