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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 has discussed detection of “too late” and “too early” handovers as part of SON Mobility Robustness work item. The solution in principle agreed at RAN3, see attached Tdoc R3-091426, relies that at expiry of timer T310, the Ue that has security context activated always performs the RRC Connection Re-Establishment if the Ue has been able to select suitable E-UTRAN cell before the timer T311 has expired.
The question RAN3 would like RAN2 to clarify is if it is mandatory or optional for the Ue to perform the RRC Connection Re-Establishment as it is stated as optional in chapter 5.3.7.1 of 36.331v8.5.0 and as mandatory in chapter 5.3.7.3 of 36.331v8.5.0.
