The procedure uses non UE-associated signalling.

Successful Operation

The procedure is initiated with a RESET REQUEST message sent from the eNB1 to the eNB2. Upon receipt of this message, eNB2 shall abort the ongoing procedures other than eNB Configuration Update over X2 between eNB1 and eNB2. The eNB2 shall delete all the context information related to the eNB1, except the application level data exchanged during the X2 Setup or eNB Configuration Update procedures, and release the corresponding resources. After completion of release of the resources, the eNB2 shall respond with a RESET RESPONSE message.
