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1 Introduction

In the LS S2-094836, SA2 decided that when a UE accesses via a hybrid mode H(e)NB, the core network node shall indicate to the H(e)NB whether the UE is a CSG member (based on CSG subscription data) to enable the H(e)NB to perform differentiated admission control and rate control for CSG and non-CSG members without any further involvement from the core network.
Furthermore, SA2 does not agree to any E-RAB level QoS attribute setting by the EPC that would be specific for UEs in hybrid mode cells and depending on CSG membership.
2 Discussion
Based on the agreements, which have been reached in RAN3, although special E-RAB level QoS setting which is specified for UEs with different CSG membership has not been approved by the SA2, the rest of the agreements should be kept.
Proposal 1: the agreements reached in RAN3 should be kept and the CR R3-091482 should be modified to comply with the LS sent by SA2.
In R3-091482, only the membership of users is considered with clarifying whether the bearer is GBR or non-GBR. However, the handover and scheduling at eNB should not only consider the membership of the users, but also the QoS attribute for E-RAB, e.g. ARP, QCI and so on. 
Proposal 2: the ARP as well as QCI information into consideration for handover and scheduling.
Proposal 3: if the proposal 2 is agreed, CMCC is willing to prepare the CR for adding the ARP and QCI information into the consideration for handover and scheduling.
3 Conclusion
Here, we propose that

Proposal 1: the agreements reached in RAN3 should be kept and the CR R3-091482 should be modified to comply with the LS sent by SA2.
Proposal 2: the ARP as well as QCI information into consideration for handover and scheduling.
Proposal 3: if the proposal 2 is agreed, CMCC is willing to prepare the CR for adding the ARP and QCI information into the consideration for handover and scheduling.
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
