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1. Introduction
During the discussion on how to carry out final access control for UE mobility to CSG cells, RAN3 has converged on two main solutions.

1. The first solution is based on reporting the CSG ID of the target CSG cell in the UE measurement report from UE to serving EUTRAN.  Final access control is performed at the MME upon reception of the HANDOVER REQUIRED message and CSG ID validation is performed at the target EUTRAN.

2. The second solution is based on MME retrieving the CSG ID from the target E-UTRAN. Final access control is performed at the MME upon reception of the HANDOVER REQUEST ACKNOWLEDGE message and after allocation of resource in the target E-UTRAN.
RAN3 has not yet determined its preference amongst the two solutions. Several companies believe solution 1 is better from a network point of view.
Note that final access control described above is in addition to initial access check that is performed at the UE.

2. Actions
To RAN2 group:-
Considering the above, RAN3 would like to ask RAN2 to verify the feasibility of providing the CSG ID, to be used for access control purposes, as part of the UE measurement report. 
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
