1. Overall Description:

RAN3 has discussed stage-3 changes for TS 25.413 and TS 36.413 for the scenario when CSG ID is expired or removed from the CSG subscription. RAN3 understands that SA2 also discussed same topic and agreed CRs S2-094817 and S2-094890 during SA2#74 meeting. RAN3 has the opinion that SA2 agreed CRs require making exception definition for the Iu Release and UE Context Release procedures as defined in respective specifications. Therefore, RAN3 would like to inform that:

a) According to RANAP specification 25.413, RANAP Iu release procedure is used to release the Iu connection from the CN. Similarly, according to S1AP specification 36.413, S1AP UE Context Release Command is used to release the UE context from the MME.
b) By including the option that RNC upon receiving the Iu release procedure can still trigger the handover to any suitable cell is against the basic definition on this procedure. Similarly, introducing the possibility for the eNB to trigger the handover after receiving the UE Context Release Command is against the basic definition on this procedure.
c) In order to keep the existing definition of these procedures correct, RAN3 has decided an alternative mechanism via which the RNC/eNB can trigger the HO towards any suitable cell upon receiving an indication of CSG subscription expiry. Further, additional mechanism to release the Iu connection/ UE Context is agreed for the case when RNC/eNB is not able to perform the handover towards any suitable cell.
