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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 has re-discussed the topic of losses of SYNC PDUs and has confirmed its past decision to not modify the LTE RLC for MBMS considering consecutive losses of SYNC PDUs (as already indicated in R2-094109_R3-091594).

RAN2 has captured the eNB behaviour in case of consecutive SYNC PDU loss in 36.300 v9.1.0, section 15.3.3, bullet 10, which reads: 

"

10.
If two or more consecutive SYNC SDUs within a SYNC bearer are not received by the eNB, it stops transmitting the associated MCH from the subframe corresponding to the consecutive losses until the end of the corresponding dynamic scheduling interval.

"

RAN2 trusts RAN3 to introduce enhancements later to allow for dynamic bit rates and reduce the impact of M1 losses, if so required.
