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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 thanks CT4 for the information and proposed H(e)NB Identity definition in C4-09451 and C4-094201 and their kind request for guidelines on H(e)NB identity. 

RAN3 would like to maintain the existing definition of HNB ID in 25.469 as this avoids any non-backward compatible change. The current definition will allow an easy translation to FQDN by replacement of '@' symbol with '.'.  The use of EUI 48 or EUI 64 would seem to offer no advantage, and leaves the mapping of the OUI, Serial Number undefined. We also considered that definition of the realm used would be an advantage for maintaining consistency and interoperability.
The sizing of these identities is:

OUI 6 hex digits

Serial Number 64 digits

IMSI 6-15 decimal digits.

It is not clear how a long TR-069 serial number could be fitted into EUI 48 or EUI 64 field.

From this our guidelines would be:
H(e)NB Identity based on OUI + Serial Number or IMSI.
For use in HNBAP and S1 then NAI based identity should be used.

The realm should be defined in 23.003 for consistency.

The NAI identity should be easily translated to a FQDN for use in authentication.
