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1. Overall Description:

In the RAN3 #66bis meeting, the SA2 agreement in S2-097501(REL-8)/S2-097502(REL-9) was discussed, which says:
              (After the MME receives the PATH SWICH REQUEST from the target eNB)
“If none of the default EPS bearers have been switched successfully in the core network, the MME shall send a Path Switch Request Failure message (see more detail in TS 36.413 [36]) to the target eNodeB. The target eNB does not update bearer contexts with the UE. The MME immediately performs explicit detach of the UE as described in the MME initiated detach procedure of Section 5.3.8.3.”
According to above new stage2 description, the MME is expected to take subsequent action after it sends the PATH SWITCH REQUEST FAILURE to the target eNB. However, RAN3 have already agreed R3-090484 (Feb., 2009) that the target eNB is expected to take subsequent actions when it receives the PATH SWITCH REQUEST FAILURE.
