If the eNB receives the SON Information IE containing the SON Information Request IE, it may transfer back the requested information towards the eNB indicated in the Source eNB-ID IE of the SON Configuration Transfer IE by initiating the eNB Configuration Transfer procedure.

If the eNB receives the SON Information IE containing the SON Information Reply IE containing the X2 transport layer addresses as an answer to a former request, it may use it to initiate the X2 TNL establishment.
If the eNB receives the SON Information IE containing the SON Information Reply IE containing the Synchronization Info as an answer to a former request, it may use it for the time and frequency synchronization.
