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1. Overall Description:

SA3 thanks SA2 for the LS on how to solve the problems that arises from the PLMN-ID binding to KASME. SA2 asked SA3 if the follwing assumption made by SA2 is correct:

ASSUMPTION-A: If the PLMN-IDs are different in 2G/3G and LTE and ISR is activated for a specific UE, if MME performs AKA with the UE, the UE uses the PLMN-ID that corresponds to the GUTI previously allocated to the UE. This is true even if the UE had last performed a RAU in 2G/3G before being handed over to LTE to an already-registered TA.
It is SA3's understanding that the above assumption is correct, but SA3 would like CT1 to also confirm that this indeed is the case. SA3 can capture the above in TS 33.401 if seen needed.
