	It is unclear in the specification whether it is possible to change the serving PLMN during an X2 HO, and if so, what actions the eNB should take. Following discussion in RAN3 and the LS to SA2 and their reply (respectively R3-100566 and R3-101276; see also further previous relevant background in S2-085289), it is agreed that this functionality is supported provided the eNB modifies the Handover Restriction List to align with the serving PLMN change. 

If some change of restrictions is needed following an inter-PLMN HO (or in fact any other handover), then either the HO should have been triggered via S1, or the tracking area list in the UE should have been configured to trigger a TAU on completion of the handover. This is because these are the only procedures that give the core an opportunity to modify the Handover Restriction List. This aspect is noted here for background but is outside the scope of the present 36.300 CR.

	The section on Area Restrictions is modified as follows

1) It is stated that the source eNB may interchange the Serving PLMN and one of the equivalent PLMNs within the Handover Restriction List, in case of a X2 HO that results in a change of serving PLMN (and the Serving PLMN in the HRL received by the target indicates the target PLMN)

2) Some additional changes are made to align the functionality described with 36.413.

Impact Analysis

This CR has isolated impact towards the previous version of the specification (same release).

The impact can be considered isolated as it makes explicit how X2 inter-PLMN HO may be supported.

	Handovers involving a change of serving PLMN would always have to be triggered via S1, even within  an MME pool. 

Handling of the HRL in the case of an X2 HO could lead to interoperability problems.

Area Restrictions

The area restriction information for a UE includes the Serving PLMN, and may include a list of equivalent PLMNs, and information on which area restrictions are to be applied during ECM-CONNECTED state. It may be provided by the MME at context setup over the S1 interface, and may be updated by the MME during S1 Handover, and when sending NAS Downlink messages. 
The eNB shall store the UE area restriction information and use it to determine whether the UE has access to radio resources in the E-UTRAN and/or other RANs. The source eNB should apply restriction handling when selecting a target cell.

The available UE area restriction information shall be propagated by the source eNB over X2 at intra E-UTRAN handover. For the case when the X2 handover results in a change of serving PLMN (to an equivalent PLMN), the source eNB shall replace the Serving PLMN with the identity of the target PLMN and move the Serving PLMN to the equivalent PLMN list, before propagating the UE area restriction information.
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
