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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 is currently discussing S1 based inter-PLMN handover in network sharing scenarios. RAN3 had agreed that:

If the eNB receives a HANDOVER REQUEST message which does not contain the Handover Restriction List IE, and the serving PLMN cannot be determined otherwise by the eNB, the eNB shall reject the procedure using the HANDOVER FAILURE message.

That means the Handover Restriction List which contains the serving PLMN is required to be delivered to target eNB in HANDOVER REQUEST message 
However, in case of S1 based inter-PLMN handover with MME relocation, as specified In TS 29.274, there is no mechanism to transfer Handover Restriction List in Forward Relocation Request message from source MME to target MME. Then there is no Handover Restriction List which can be transferred to target eNB for source MME. And thus the handover will be rejected in target eNB since the target eNB can not determine the serving PLMN.
Several solutions are discussed in RAN3 and a simple one is suggested by RAN3: in case of S1 based inter-PLMN handover with MME relocation, the target MME constructs Handover Restriction List only with the target PLMN as Serving PLMN and delivers it to target eNB in Handover Request message.
RAN3 kindly asks CT4 and SA2 to provide feedback if there is any concern on the suggested solution.
