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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 thanks RAN2 for their LS on RAN2 progress on UTRA ANR and would like to provide the following information.
During RAN3#69, RAN3 discussed various contributions related to UTRA ANR and RAN3 came to the conclusion that:
1. The optimal solution for detection of a missing neighbour relation is based on reporting from UEs in idle mode.

2. The solution for the configuration of the neighbour relation in a UTRAN cell should not require upgrades in network equipment of other RATs.
3. Selected solution for the detection and configuration of missing relations to a UTRAN cell should bring about minimal additional requirements for the UE and minimise additionally needed RRC signalling.
In addition RAN3 also discussed what information the UE needs to report to identify the missing neighboring cell and configure neighboring cell information for each proposed RRC Schemes below currently on the table and RAN3 would provide the answers to the follow questions in RAN2 LS.

There are three alternatives on how to obtain the information, via UE, via neighboring RNC over Iur interface or via O&M. The selection of the alternative is FFS. 

· Frequency info(UL/DL UARFCN)

· Primary Scrambling Code

· LAC
· RAC (If PS service is operated over the cell)

2) Cell Reselection base:

RNC does not need any explicit information from UE since the RNSAP message with the Cell Update contains all necessary information which enables the RNC to identify the cell.

The following information is also required for the RNC to configure the neighboring cell information. There are three alternatives on how to obtain the information, via UE, via neighboring RNC over Iur interface or via O&M. The selection of the alternative is FFS.
· Frequency info(UL/DL UARFCN)

· Primary Scrambling Code
Inter-RAT: GERAN 

Both schemes require UE to report CGI (PLMN ID, CI and LAC). 

And the following information is also required for RNC to configure the neighboring cell information.

There are two alternatives on how to obtain the information, via UE or via O&M. The selection of the alternative is FFS.
· BSIC
· Band Indicator
· ARFCN
Inter-RAT: EUTRAN

Both schemes require UE to report E-UTRAN CGI (PLMN ID and Cell ID(Note: 20MSB of Cell ID is eNB ID)).
