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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 thanks RAN2 for their LS on RAN2 progress on UTRA ANR and would like to provide the following information.
RAN3 discussed what information the UE needs to report to identify the missing neighboring cell and configure neighboring cell information and RAN3 answers the following request in the RAN2 LS.
To 3GPP TSG-RAN WG3:  

RAN2 kindly asks RAN3 to take into consideration the agreements made so far by RAN2 in their further discussions, and also inform RAN2 exactly what information would be beneficial for the UE to report to the network for the above scenarios.
Intra-UTRA ANR:Intra-frequency: 

RNC needs to get the following information from UE. .

· PLMN ID (if ANR scheme allows UE to report a cell belongs to different PLMN of source cell.) 
· RNC-ID (or Extended RNC-ID) and C-ID or RRC Cell ID(Note 1)
· LAC (Note2)
· RAC (Note2)
· Primary Scrambling Code/Cell Parameter ID (Note 2)
Note1: RAN3 has understood that it is possible to set different values to the RRC Cell ID and NBAP/RNSAP: UC-ID (RNC-ID and C-ID) in current RRC and the RAN3 specifications. It has been identified that the RRC Cell ID always included the RNC ID as a solution and the issue needs to be further discussed with RAN2.
In case the information about the new cell is obtained from the UE after it reselects the cell, the above information may be obtained from the network and no additional reporting from the UE may be needed.
Note2: In case the information is reported by UE in Cell_DCH, the LAC,RAC and Primary Scrambling Code/Cell Parameter ID may be obtained from the network.
Intra-UTRA ANR:Inter-frequency:
RNC needs to get the all information required for Intra-frequency case from UE.

In addition, Frequency info(UL/DL UARFCN) is required for the RNC to configure the neighboring cell information for the execution of HO procedures to the cell. There are three alternatives on how to obtain the information, via UE, via neighboring RNC over Iur interface or via O&M. The selection of the alternative is FFS. 

Inter-RAT: GERAN 

RNC needs to get the following information from UE. 
· CGI (PLMN ID, CI)

· LAI

· RAC

And the following information is also required for RNC to configure the neighboring cell information.

There are three alternatives on how to obtain the information, via UE, via BSC over Iu and A interfaces or via O&M. The selection of the alternative is FFS.
· BSIC
· ARFCN
Inter-RAT: EUTRAN
RNC needs to get the following information from UE.
· E-UTRAN CGI (PLMN ID and Cell ID (Note: 20MSB of Cell ID is eNB ID)
· TAC  

And the following information is also required for RNC to configure the neighboring cell information. There are three alternatives on how to obtain the information, via UE, via eNB over Iu and S1 interfaces or via O&M. The selection of the alternative is FFS.

· E-UTRA frequencies 

· Measurement Bandwidth
It has been identified as a potential solution that eNB, after it is triggered by the LTE ANR procedure, forwards RNC the information needed to create the NR to this eNB. This solution does not require UE to report any information to the RNC. The selection of the alternative requires the UE report and does not require the UE report is FFS. 
2. Actions:

To 3GPP TSG-RAN WG2:  
RAN3 kindly asks RAN2 to take into the above information in their further discussions. If there are some parameters that can not be reported by UE, RAN3 kindly ask RAN2 to provide the information. In addition RAN3 requests RAN2 to clarify the approach(es) considered for UE support of 3G-ANR, for RAN3 to more precisely specify the information needed from the UE.

With regard to the Inter-RAT E-UTRAN ANR, RAN3 kindly asks RAN2 to wait for the RAN3 decision.
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
