IRAT too late

The UE shall report

· Physical cell ID, frequency and RAT type of the cell where the UE successfully establishes a connection in another RAT

· The EGCI and TAI of the serving cell before the failure

· The time between the successful completion of the last HO in the cell serving the UE before the RLF until the RLF
· The time between the RLF and the establishment of a connection in the other RAT

· The time between the RLF and the reporting of this to the source RAT

The UE shall keep this report during transitions from idle to active (and vice versa) until the UE can report it back to the source RAT or until the report expires

The UE shall be able to send this report when requested from the network, during an incoming handover or when transiting from idle to active mode.

The eNB receiving the report from the UE shall forward the information to the eNB handling the cell where the UE was connected before the RLF. This should be done by either using X2 or S1.
