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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 thanks RAN2 for their LS on considerations on counting for MBMS services. RAN3 has discussed the assumptions and give response as below.
Assumption 1) By some means, the eNB may receive an indication from the MCE that it should count for the purpose of allowing the MCE to decide upon potential activation of a certain service on an MBSFN area, and that this counting may potentially be initiated even before any session of that service has started.
RAN3: Yes, this assumption is correct and RAN3 has the same understanding. Especially RAN3 would like to confirm that MBMS reception status counting may potentially be initiated even before any session of that service has started via MBMS session start procedure. In this case, RAN3 assumes the service ID is provided by ESG (Electronic Service Guide), which is out of 3GPP scope.
Assumption 2) Based upon counting in the eNB (or multiple eNB's), the eNB will be told (by the MCE) whether to provide the concerned service in an MBSFN area or not.
RAN3: Yes, based on the counting result, the MCE would decide whether to transmit the concerned service in an MBSFN area or not. When the MCE decides to activate an MBMS service which is not activated, or to deactivate an activated service, the corresponding eNB(s) will be informed.
